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Resumo: O presente trabalho propde-se a compreender a responsabilidade civil do Estado frente aos danos
suportados pelos usuarios dos servigos notariais e registrais, analisando a natureza delegada desses servicos
e abordando a responsabilidade da Administragdo Publica, com base na decisdo do STF referente ao
Recurso Extraordinario n® 842846 que reconheceu a responsabilidade civil objetiva do Estado. Para tanto,
adotou-se uma pesquisa bibliografica ¢ documental, mediante uma abordagem qualitativa sobre o tema,
que leva em consideragdo a produc@o cientifica e doutrinaria a respeito da Responsabilidade Civil do Estado
e da atividade notarial e registral, tomando como referéncia a Constituicdo Federal de 1988, a Lei n°
6.015/96 ¢ a Lei Federal n° 8.935/94, bem como os precedentes de nossos tribunais e materiais
disponibilizados na internet.
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Abstract: The present work proposes to understand the civil liability of the State in relation to the damages
borne by the users of the notary and registrais services, analyzing the delegated nature of these services and
addressing the responsibility of the administration Public, based on the Supreme Court's ruling on
extraordinary appeal N°. 842846 that recognized the objective civil liability of the state. For this purpose,
a bibliographic and documentary research was adopted, through a qualitative approach on the subject,
which takes into account the scientific production and doctrinery regarding the Civil responsibility of the
State and the notarial and registral activity, Taking as reference the Federal Constitution of 1988, Law No.
6.015/96 and Federal Law No. 8.935/94, as well as the precedents of our courts and materials made
available on the Internet.
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
